Have you ever considered how your students may want to learn?

Thinking about these issues in relation to your teaching practice is called inclusive teaching.

Given the diverse nature of Coventry University students, how can we ensure that our teaching reaches all?

This is something we as professional educators need to be aware of. 

Developing awareness is an important first step.

So, having introduced inclusive teaching, here are some questions you might ask about your own teaching practice. 

Are the activities you're asking your students to engage with relevant to their future and their world of work?

Does your teaching style place unintentional barriers for some of your students while opening doors for others?

Have you ever considered the academic experience and the way we do things?

Is standing in front of a class professing and assessing everything with exams the only way to create an effective University experience?

Inclusive teaching is a challenge. It's often easier to do things the way we've always done them.

So our challenge to you is to consider your teaching and whether it's effective for all your students.
